If you live outside Birmingham but wish to apply for a Birmingham School or Academy,
you must apply to your own Local Authority (ie: the Council to which you pay your Council
Tax).

Open Mornings at Archbishop llsley Catholic School 9.15am to 10.30am.

You are strongly advised to apply online or to have returned your Birmingham Local
Authority Preference Form by this date.

31t October 2023 is the final date for acceptance of late preferences or change of preference
through moving home etc. If you have not received an acknowledgement of your preference
form before this date you should contact Children’s Information and Advice Service on
0121 303 1888 (option 4).

We will send details of the secondary school place we are offering your child. If you
applied online we will do this by email. If you applied by post we will do this by letter. We
will send our emails and post our letters out first class on 1st March 2024. Please allow
extra time for letters to be delivered.

You must tell Archbishop llsley Catholic School by 15" March 2024 whether or not
you areaccepting the place offered.

You must complete any appeal forms for Birmingham schools and return them by 12" April
2024. Please visit the School Appeals Enquiry page for more information on how to appeal.

If you wish to appeal for schools or academies in other local authorities you should contact
the relevant authority to establish their appeal arrangements.

Dates by which all appeals that have been submitted on time for secondary schools will be
heard.
