Explain what each type of crime is.  
Consider what the offence is, the 
types of victim, types of offender, 

level of public awareness and 
identify if the crime is deviant 

and/or criminal - white collar crime; 
technological crime; moral crime; 

individual crime; state crime.

Explain why certain crimes go 
unreported e.g. domestic abuse.  

Choose 4 reasons from the 
following list to explain: fear; 

shame; disinterest; not affected; 
lack of knowledge; lack of media 
interest; lack of public concern.
