Re: Summer Uniform Arrangements 

Thank you for your continued support with the school’s uniform expectations. This is an integral part 
of maintaining high standards across the school. 

Due to the hot weather forecast for the coming week, we will be adopting a summer uniform from 
Monday 22nd June to ensure that students remain comfortable while maintaining a smart and 
appropriate standard of dress. 

Students are not required to wear their school tie and blazer. Students may wear the summer uniform 
badged shirt or their plain white school shirt. 

However, please note that the only permitted outer layer in addition to their school shirt remains the 
school blazer. No other tops, hoodies or substitutes should be worn as an alternative outside layer 
whilst in school. 

Students should also be reminded that PE kit is not part of the summer uniform and must not be worn 
to school on any day. PE kit must only be worn for timetabled PE lessons and students are expected to 
change accordingly. 

Please also be reminded of the following- 

• Pupils may wear a single, small stud earring in each ear lobe only, piercings in any other part 
of the ear or body are not permitted 

• All other piercings must be removed before arriving at school 
• Footwear must be plain black school shoes, trainers are not permitted.
